1. Is the parking Free?
              a. Yes! General parking is located at 5370 Mission Rock Way.
2. What are the hours of the Veterans Day Celebration at Flabob?
a. The gates will open at 9AM and close at 4PM

3. Do I have to pay to get in?
a. No, the Celebration is free. However, we encourage you to get a free ticket so we get a ballpark idea of how many people to expect. There will also be food for sale and vendors selling a variety of items.

4. Will there be disabled parking?
a. Yes, disabled parking will be available for those with a placard or disabled plate. The address for disabled parking is 4130 Mennes Ave. in Jurupa Valley.

5. Will there be a car show?
a. Yes, there will be a car show.

6. Will there be military re-enactors?
a. Yes! There will be re-enactors representing a variety of conflicts.

7. Is the Kid’s Zone free?
a. Yes. It will have a variety if kid friendly activities.

8. Can I bring a toy to share with the families at Fort Irwin?
a. Absolutely! A NEW unwrapped toy valued at $10 or more will gladly be shared with kids ages birth to 18.

9. Can I ride in an airplane?
a. A limited number of airplane rides will be available for $100 a ride. There is no pre-registration. Sign-ups will occur on the day of the event. (Cash Only)

10. Can I fly in to join the festivities?
a. No, Flabob will be Notam closed on Saturday November 11th.
b. If interested in flying-in a PPR is needed. Contact Beth LaRock at (951) 683-2309.

11. Are go-carts, e bikes, golf carts etc. allowed on grounds?
a. No, only golf carts owned by the airport are to be used that day. No bicycles, skateboards and scooters driving in. We welcome medically approved wheelchairs/knee scooters, and strollers.

12. Will there be any shuttle or transportation around the field?
a. Yes, a tram will be running continuously throughout the field and from the public parking area.

13. Are dogs allowed?
a. Yes, dogs are allowed but must be on leash.

14. My child is lost - where would airport staff direct him?
a. Airport Main Office.

15. Is bottled water available?
a. Yes, from a variety of vendors.

16. When will flyovers occur?
a. Between 9:30 am and 10:00 am parade flyover (tentative) 11:15 am Honor Ceremony flyover.
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17. Who can drive onto the field?
a. Before the start of event, anyone with a red pass, volunteers, staff, tenants 
b. Vehicles displaying a Handicap/Disabled placard.

18. Is there Police on the field?
a. Yes, please locate deputies on site.

19. I got hurt, is there a First Aid Station?
a. Yes, please refer to first aid station on event map.

20. Can I smoke on site?
a. Smoking is permitted in designated smoking areas.

21. Are open alcohol containers permitted?
a. Yes, in Beer Garden Tent area only. 

22. What is the schedule for music area?
a. The Sozo Jazz Band and The Flying Cruisers will play from 9:00 am – 10:40 am and from approximately 12:30 pm to 2:30 pm.
